Creator and author of Fail-Safe Quality System

While creating risk management education for EmCare client hospitals and physicians, I also developed a quality system that I termed Fail-safes. The Fail-Safes are a tool to be used at the bedside by providers as reminders when caring for patients with high risk chief complaints or with potential discharge diagnoses that are high risk. The peer review tools were designed for hospital risk managers to evaluate physician charts in areas of high risk. Topics such as chest pain, abdominal pain and sepsis were first targeted due to their high-risk nature. These systems were rolled out to over 300 hospitals in the last three years. Run losses have shown a dramatic decrease in certain claim types.

We integrated the legal department, third party administrators, nurse risk managers, the COO and several senior physicians into the process. The focus was to efficiently manage claims in order to decrease malpractice expense and improve patient care going forward.
